WATER DISTRIEUTION FLANT - Odor you notice is from the chemicais,
chlorine, etc, used in the purification of the water.
The high mineral econtent of the water which can be
ecounteractednecessitates the water purigication
plant you will see later in the towr.

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10, FINANCES = This station has a $44,000 payroll and spemds
another $15,000 monthly on upkeep. This makes
us the second largest industry im Minot. The
largest is the Creat Northern Railway. Monthly
electric bill is 12 - 1400 dollars,

13. TOWER—— The large balloons are made of several layers of
latex rubber coated nmylon amd kept up by air pres-
sure only, This requires only one-tenth of =
pound of air per square inch., In the care of
high winds the pressure withim the balloons is
raised or lovered automatically with the in-
stalled blowers,

The purpose of the balloons is to provide pro-
tectlon to the radar antemna from snow, ice, and
high winds, This small amount of air pressure is
sufficient that the ball may be walked on its

70 feet to the top.

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14, WATER PURIFICATION FLANT - This plant processes approximately
20,000 galloms per day. Uater treatmemt plant is
necessary becayse of the high alkilinity content of
the water., Treated with 94% concentrate sulfuric
acid plus other chemicals,

For those persoms requiring a doctor's
care he sees that they get it from the doctors of Minot
on a contract basis, Some hospital care is provided
by the V.A., Hospital but most cases requiring hospital-
ization are referred to Trinity or St. Joseph's Hospitals,

17. ORDFRLY ROOM - Administration seetiom of base.

Job assigrments and records of all persomnel, Coordi-
nating activity for base activities.

18, DINING HALL - Coffee and es for free.
A1l food for all per is purchased in the city of
 Minot. The mess Sergeant is alotted 95 cents per day
per man from which he must buy food. He muct stay within
this budget and e a well-balanced meal, This
fund spent 'J.O, last year,

19, BACK TO GATE - All guests must sign out, Thank gue-ts for attend-
